Kenichi Mase, Chairman welcomed the attendees.  He introduced new officers and advisory board members of CQR TC.  He also showed the agenda of the meeting.

CQR Workshop 2006
(1)
56 persons have registered for the Workshop.  The workshop was financially contributed by BT and Reefpoint. The registration fee ($200 per attendee or $180 if registered early; $125 for spouse) covers the bus services for tours (on Wednesday and Thursday) and theater tickets with meal on Thursday night, which would be square.  The receipts of the registration fee have not been sent to individual attendees.  Chi-Ming will investigate this point together with Kevin. [Note: After the Workshop, the receipts have been sent to the attendees by email]

The workshop focused on three strategic themes (World Class Communications, Extreme Events, Communications Services for Major Financial Services) and a Technology theme.  This style of combining the strategic and technical perspectives worked very well to concisely organize the workshop, and thus we should maintain this style in future CQR workshops. (see also Section 4 below)
3.   CQR Chairman’s Award
(1)
We had six candidates for CQR chairman’s award, and we selected four possible recipients.  Among those, one person could not attend this year’s workshop, so we awarded three persons except him in the banquet on June 7th.  The person who could not attend the conference will be considered as a possible award recipient in the next year.

To avoid cases that the possible recipients cannot attend the workshop because of their busy schedule, we should make a decision on CQR chairman’s award earlier.

Some of past award recipients are introduced with descriptions of their achievements in the web site of CQR.  The award recipients of this year should also be shown in the web site.  For this purpose, Karl promised Kenichi that he will send the citation of the award recipients of this year. Kenichi proposed to make some modifications on CQR Chairman’s Award nomination and selection procedure.  He promised to send a draft reflecting his proposal to all CQR members by e-mail.  This will be a rough draft, so request or comments on the draft should be sent to Kenichi.

Note that the CQR workshop could cover the technical program.  JSAC might have both aspects of technical and strategic programs.

Priorities for 2006-2007

(1)
Kenichi introduced priorities for 2006-2007, which was originally made by Karl and includes some additions and modifications by Kenichi [see slide 13, of Kenichi Mase’s presentation].
(2) Some of priorities (e.g., providing a structure for both technical and strategic programs, or ensuring continuity of leadership) have been successfully conducted by Karl by last year.  The first action to be taken in this year is to review and modify the draft concerning the policy and procedures of CQR.

Call For Participation vs. Call For Paper: For the workshops, we used to announce the events with Call For Participation. We could use a call-for-paper approach for technical programs.  If we do so, we should have enough time for preparation.  The call-for-paper-based approach would increase the number of technical participants and thus we might have better balance between strategic and technical programs in the workshop.  We should decide the optimal balance between technical and strategic programs and how to organize these strategic and technology programs in a workshop.  
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
